DM Meds with additional indications

• GLP-1 RA:

• Liraglutide: reduce the risk for major adverse cardiovascular events (MACE: MI, stroke, and CV 
death) in adults with Type 2 DM and known CVD

• Semaglutide injection: reduce the risk of MACE in adults with Type 2 DM and known CVD

• Dulaglutide: reduce the risk of MACE in adults with Type 2 DM and known CVD or multiple 
cardiovascular risk factors 

• SGLT2i:

• Empagliflozin: reduce the risk of CV death in adults with Type 2 DM and known CVD

• Canagliflozin: 

• Reduce the risk of MACE in adults with Type 2 DM and known CVD 

• Reduce the risk of end-stage kidney disease (ESKD), doubling of serum creatinine, CV death, and hospitalization 
for heart failure (HF) in adults with Type 2 DM and diabetic nephropathy with albuminuria >300 mg/day 

• Dapagliflozin: reduce the risk of hospitalization for HF in adults with Type 2 DM and known CVD 
or multiple cardiovascular risk factors
